ALl TAYAR

Ali Tayar was born in Istanbul in 1959 and studied archi-
tecture at the University of Stuttgart and MIT. In 93, he
formed Parallel Design Partnership, through which he
designs and produces furniture and hardware. These
pieces, as well as Tayar’s architectural work, derive from
the twin impératives of structural behavior and the
method of mass-production.

Tayar’s work ranges from objects and furniture to com-
mercial interiors and architectural projects. Tayar’s desi-
gns were featured in "Mutant Materials in Contemporary
Design» and «Workspheres» at NY’s MoMA, «Aluminium
by Design» at the Cooper-Hewitt and «US Design 1975-
2000» at the Denver Art Museum.

Ongoing projects includ a «net-zero» house in Austin TX,
the interior of a sailboat, a carbon fiber house in Switzer-
land, a pre-fabricated interior system for a loft in Soho.
Tayar is a finalist for Cooper Hewitt’s National Design
Award 2009.
